Components of a Strategy Lesson
	Name It
	Explicitly name the strategy you are teaching.



	Why Do It?
	Explain why this strategy supports thinking and writing about reading.


	Model It
	The teacher demonstrates the strategy within a paragraph of writing.

Students name where you used the strategy.



	Try It
	Students try out the strategy in a designated section of their reader’s notebooks.



	Share It
	Students share entries in pairs followed by a whole-class share.




This lesson format rests on the important idea that, if students are taught one small way of writing about reading, and then have time and space to practice this one small strategy, then they will be able to use it on their own in their independent entries, days after the lesson is over.
